Response time (a reflection to lead into prayer time)

Continue the journey this week by reading the daily chapters of content and Scriptures 
in the series book by Andrew Ollerton, The Bible: A Story That Makes Sense of Life (Hodder).

What false hopes do we 
   put our trust in as a society?
•  Read 1 Peter 1.3–9. How does the resurrection of Jesus reveal the nature of our future hope?
•  Dramatic visions at the end of Revelation reveal our ultimate destination. 
   What surprised you about the physical and social nature of our ultimate hope?
•  Read Revelation 22.1–21. What are you most looking forward to about our future home 
   and why?
•  How can this hope on the far horizon inspire us today? How does it change the way we 
   approach bereavement and death? How does it shape our priorities in life?
•  Overall, how has this section on the theme of hope helped make sense of your life today?
